






Survey FindingS:  implicationS For 4-H

Taken altogether, the evaluation findings reported indicate that 4-H is indeed implementing its rich and abundant 
variety of science, engineering and technology programs/activities to 4-H youth successfully.  By providing 
engaging out-of-school programming, 4-H Science programs have the potential to bolster participants’ interest in 
pursuing education and careers in the STEM fields. 

CONCLUSIONS

1  The percentage exceeds 100% due to rounding.
2    The number of 4-H Science respondents in each age group was not large enough to yield strong effect sizes when compared with the large group 

of NAEP respondents.
